POWER GENERATION

The accelerating demand for resilient, affordable power — both primary
and backup — has never been more acute. PERC investments are delivering
expanded power generation technologies such as microgrids, towable and
backup generators, and combined heat and power (CHP) systems that work
in tandem with other energy sources like solar, electric, and battery power
to ensure resilient operation.

There also are innovative portable recharging solutions that use a propane-
powered generator — in some cases alongside wind and solar power — to
recharge electric vehicles independent of the electric grid. Propane-powered fast
charging stations can be a temporary or long-term solution to meet projections
that America will need 28 million charging ports by 2030 to refuel an expected
33 million light-duty electric vehicles.

Hydronic heat pump solutions like the Heat Pump Helper™
feature hybrid technology that brings the comfort of
propane to newly installed or pre-existing heat pumps.
Working with an existing thermostat, an air handler
module communicates to a propane tankless water

heater to circulate hot water through a hydronic coil
that has been installed at the air handler.

SOIL STEAMER

Farmers’ never-ending battle against crop disease and weed control is a
mounting challenge as standard herbicides lose their efficacy or get banned
outright. Supported with PERC funding, development of a new, propane-powered
soil steamer offers a promising solution for organic farmers who can't use
traditional herbicides or any producer who wants to reduce their herbicide use.

The banded applicator injects steam along the seed line before planting.
Heating the soil to 150-160 degrees Fahrenheit for 15-20 minutes controls
90+% of certain troublesome weeds. Field testing showed the process
reduced weeding times by 73% compared to standard herbicide and increased
lettuce yields by 25% where lettuce drop was present. Propane also
presents significant fuel cost savings compared to diesel models.

Every day, conversations about the environment, health, and energy are shaping the future.
But energy usage is a challenging topic, rife with myths and misunderstandings about propane
and its role in the future of clean, reliable energy for everyone.

To enhance awareness and understanding of propane’s many benefits as part
of a sustainable future, PERC partners with the U.S. Departments of Energy
and Transportation, Clean Cities coalitions, and others to elevate and broaden
propane’s position as a solution.

PERC also continues to deliver an integrated communications and marketing
campaign to all types of energy decision-makers. Through paid advertising,
earned media, and PERC's website and social channels, consumers and business
audiences learned about clean, propane-powered solutions.

The 2023 campaign targeted consumers based on their beliefs and behaviors
rather than simply by their geography. Some segments feel their responsibility
to support sustainable living for future generations is secondary to their
personal needs and interests, particularly in trying times. Others commit to their
environmental values even if it means sacrificing. Both influential groups are open
to learning how propane can support those positions.

We also engaged with academics, journalists, and energy industry leaders
who influence the national energy conversation, including the lllinois Institute
of Technology, Penn State University, University of Michigan, The Ohio State
University, U.C. Davis, Reuters, and The Wall Street Journal. Since 2018, earned
media from those environmental thought leadership efforts has consistently
raised propane’s share of voice, suggesting growth in media interest in this fuel.

PERC's messages this year reached more than 871 million consumers and
thought leaders and drove 2 million new users to learn more at propane.com.

Supporting its national consumer outreach program, PERC also provided
a $2-to-$1 match for state entities to reach targeted state and regional
homeowners about the environmental and functional benefits of propane.

About 90% of the propane industry’s
roughly 60,000 fleet delivery trucks,
service trucks, rack trucks, and other
medium-duty vehicles run on gasoline
or diesel. A solution to the industry’s
long-standing need for a dedicated
propane autogas engine to power its
own delivery fleets came one step
closer thanks to a PERC partnership
with automotive fuel system experts
Katech Engineering and Stanadyne.

BREAKTHROUGH LIQUID

DIRECT-INJECTION FUEL SYSTEM

A two-year research effort delivered a new liquid direct-injection system that
exceeds sustainability goals while reducing fuel and operating costs to provide
the lowest total cost of ownership of any energy source.

The breakthrough technology is the industry’s first medium-duty engine fuel
system that can deliver propane autogas at a constant 350-bar pressure directly
into the engine using Stanadyne’s direct-injection fuel pump and injector system
with Katech's vapor lock technology. The system overcomes vapor lock, a
common technical issue when liquified gases vaporize, which can interrupt fuel
pump operation.

Project tests demonstrated that the system offers a low-carbon, high-
performance replacement for gasoline and diesel engines to help fleet owners
exceed the ultra-low emissions mandates for 2027. It also can run on renewable
propane, which has a carbon intensity four times lower than conventional diesel.

The technology is expected to be used in both off- and on-road engine
applications as well as for growing standby power generation, particularly
for off-grid applications and resiliency-conscious applications.

PERC continued its work with vehicle and system
manufacturing partners to make information about
technical support, replacement parts, training, and
service locations more readily accessible to the
industry. A growing network of more than 770 autogas
OEM-certified service centers nationwide has been
identified on an interactive map hosted on PERC's
website. Fleet directors can use the map to find the
nearest Alliance AutoGas, Freightliner Custom Chassis,
ICOM, or ROUSH CleanTech service contacts.

This year, PERC added a new, introductory training
course for service technicians interested in learning
about propane autogas components, systems, and
operations. The online curriculum in The Learning
Center is available for new service technicians or as
refresher training on basic propane systems at service
centers nationwide.
